Web 2.0 style guide
· Simplicity
· Not minimalistic but simple, without unnecessary elements

· Focuses on the content
· Site logo and simple navigation icons

· Use limited but rich colored images to draw attention to important elements
· Central layout
· Make your design in the center of the browser, easiest for most users.
· Don’t use large and full screen designs
· Use few columns
· Make good use of every column but don’t overcrowd the design

· The more columns the more useless content and the more confusion for the user
· Distinct headers
· Use of gradients
· Large logo’s that clearly shows your company’s name and product
· Simple navigation
· Clear difference between links and normal text
· Large top bar navigation for people to find their way across the site
· Don’t over-do it, keep the navigation easy and clear
· Use bold logo’s
· Use large logo’s to clearly show your company off
· Make sure that the graphics for your logos clearly relate to your product.
· Large text
· Use this to distinct important information from less important information
· Draws attention on entrance
· Strong colors
· Use to create noticeable content boxes to draw attention to content if important
· Relate colors to the product of your choice, for example pink for woman clothing.
· Gradients
· Use gradients to create non-flat surfaces
· Can also be used to set the mood of the side with dark and light tones.
· Reflection of objects
· Reflect things like renders or text logo’s but don’t over-do it.
· Makes the site look less flat.
· Use of icons
· Can be used anywhere to emphasize something for example a house icon for the home link

· Use gradients to make the icons look 3d
